3. Uniforms need to clean, and worn properly at each clu
event.

4. Children need to be dressed for play. Please follow scho
dress codes. Kids need to respect themselves and dress
spectfully in God’s house. No short shorts, short skirts, o
clothing with satanic or other inappropriate symbols.

5. Respect the church property.

A. No running in the hallways or sanctuary.
B. Use inside (quiet) voices, especially when changin
rooms, in classrooms, and council time.

Respect is a key to a happy life. When we treat others with r
spect, and treat each others the way we want to be treat
things run smoothly. The Bible says, “Children, obey youl
parents, for this is right” (Ephesians 6:1), and this alscmea
to obey your elders.

DISCIPLINE

Children are expected to follow club rules. Discipline isdus
to teach Christ-like behavior.

The Five-count: The leader will get the children’s attention by
counting to five. At that time the clubbers are to be in thei
designated spots, quiet, and ready for directions.

Three strikes: This is for the individual clubber who continue:
to misbehave after repeated correction.

Leaders must belong to Potosi Baptist Church and attenc
regularly.
Leaders must undergo criminal & sex offender back-
ground checks.
Leaders must be consistent in their walk with the Lord.
Leaders must be present at most of the club meetings.

Commander Requirements
Commanders must meet all of the above requirements.
Commanders must pass the Commander Test.

Parent Helpers
Sign up with Cubbies or Sparks Director.
Help with crafts/clean-up.
May help on a weekly, monthly, or as needed basis.

We believe that being a leader involves a commitment to
God, the church, and to the kids they are leading. They are
role models for the kids, and that is why we have require-
ments for the leader. We welcome parent involvement at all
meetings. Please feel free to ask questions of our leaders.



Handbooks

During handbook time the Leaders work individually
with clubbers as they progress through their Entrance
Booklet and handbook$?arents are strongly encour-
aged to work with clubbers at homeon sections and
activities so that the clubber is prepared each week.

Clubbers are allowed two “helps” (a verbal or non-
verbal prompt for memorized material) from a Listener
If they are having difficulty with reference or verse.
Clubbers must pass a section with no more than two
helps per section, and a verbal help should equal no
more than two or three words. References are required
to be known and recited by all school-aged clubbers.
No helps are allowed during the review of a handbook.

Clubbers may say a maximum of 5 sections per club
night in order that all clubbers may have time to do sec-
tions with a Listener. Additional sections can be said,
time permitting.



Fees & Dues

Annual Fee: $35 per year

Payment can be made in several
ways:
