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elcome to ªAll God's Animalsº talent show. Get ready to read 
about some unusual animals with very unusual talents! (You may 
want to ask your parents or Sparks leader to read this to you.)

The curtain opens, and the show begins. Onto the stage hops the cute, 
furry TARSIER (pronounced TAR-see-ur). He looks sort of like a monkey,  
but he's so small that he could ®t into your mom or dad's hand! 

The stage lights turn o". The tarseir's huge, glowing eyes see perfectly 
in the dark. All of a sudden, this sly hunter hears a sound behind him. 
Before you can blink, the tarsier turns his head ALL THE WAY AROUND to 
look. He catches a tiny cricket. Wow! Let's all clap for our friend.

Next, the OKAPI (pronounced oh-COP-ee) walks onto the stage. 
Everyone wonders: Is she a zebra? Or is she a gira"e? She has light and 
dark stripes like a zebra on her legs. BUT she has a head like a gira"e ± 
only with a much shorter neck. 

The okapi turns to the crowd and sticks out her tongue. Then, guess what 
she does? She washes her eyelids and cleans out her ears with her super-
long, blue-black tongue. Amazing! Not even you or anyone you know 
could do that! (If you think you can, try it sometime.)

Finally comes the last act: the Dance of the Birds. Two tall, grey Australian 
cranes, or BROLGAS (pronounced BROLE-guhs), with red heads strut 
onto the stage. As the music starts, they look at each other, spread their 
wings and shake to the beat. Their heads bob up and down. Finally, they 
jump high into the air! Then, they throw their heads back and make a 
loud trumpet sound. The audience cheers, and the brolgas bow.  

Can you believe all the interesting, talented animals God made? Each 
animal has a di"erent, yet special talent from God to show the world. 
Watching these animals reminds us of our creative and good God.  

Parent Pointers: Have fun and be creative while you read the talent 
show story with your child. For extra learning, visit a place with lots of 
animals, such as a zoo, farm, pet store, county fair or aquarium. Observe 
the di"erences between the animals, noting colors, habitat, body type, 
sounds, skills, etc. Thank God together for each of His unique animals.
